THE PANEL

T drew the panel from the faculty of the School of International Relations
at the University of Southern California (incidentally, this was the home of
WEIS in the late 1960s). The 20 international relations faculty at USC span
policy-oriented and theoretically oriented research. Eight faculty members

The panel was relatively young, with five assistant professors, two asso-
ciate professors, and one full professor.' It included two women and six men.
